In 1964, a time when few options existed for community-based mental health
services, the Newport County Community Mental Health Center (NCCMHC)
clinic was established, with the first location for services the former
communicable diseases department at Newport Hospital. In 1973, a federal grant
was awarded, which allowed the Center to realize many developmental
milestones, including the Phoenix One Club— a day treatment program; a new
facility at 65 Valey Road in Middletown; and a residential program at the former
Armed Services YMCA. Other achievements realized over the years include the
establishment of programs such as the McKinney Homeless Shelter, the
Independent Living Apartment Program for adolescents, the Newport County
Child Adolescent Service Program along with Mobile Treatment Team services,
the Supported Employment Program, and the Children’s Intensive Services
Program. In 1998, the Center received Joint Commission on Accreditation of
Healthcare Organizations.
